4. Install Waterproof Cable Attachments

Install Your Camera
1. Drill Holes

2. Mount Camera
Insert three anchors into the holes and use the 
screws to affix the camera over the anchors.

Stick the mounting template to the desired 
mounting place. Drill 3 screw holes (Φ=6mm) 
according to the template.

Connect the camera to a power outlet using the 
provided power adapter. Install the waterproof seal 
for the power connectors.

Q3. How do I reset the camera?

Open the Tapo app, go to the Camera Settings 
page, and remove the camera to factory reset it.

With the camera powered on, press and hold the 
Reset button for about 5s until the System LED 
blinks red quickly to reset the Wi-Fi while keeping 
other settings; for 10s to factory reset the camera.

Make sure you have initialized the microSD card in 
the Tapo app.
